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RV and Tenting Accommodations: (Camp Elim)

plugins and potable water at each site, and 2 sites specifically for tenting with
100v/15 amp electricity and water. There is a septic sewage dump provided on
site. The campground has a wheelchair accessible washroom building with
showers. Please be aware that them campground is in a relatively open area with
no natural privacy between sites. Currently, they do not supply fire pits or
firewood. We ask that guests to the campground please respect the posted
campground rules.

This
can be in a form of a text but it must be in written form prior to them using or
riding on the water-craft. All other safety precautions for using a water-craft as
outlined in the camp rules and the provincial guidelines will also apply. That
includes, each person wearing a life jacket.

Animals: Unfortunately, we are not able to accommodate having dogs come to
camp.
